PRWIN employees secured other funders; The NWMO,
the Ministry of the Environment and Climate Change, the PCBA, and funding
from the PRWIN Sponsorship Program implemented this important new
programming this Fall. Gib was instrumental in advertising the new programming
to secure participation, and helped spread the word to all beach associations
along the shoreline.

Project A : This large scale project included tree planting, a bio-engineered river
restoration and a livestock crossing along the 18-Mile River, just south of the

Pine River. The landowner invested many in-kind hours of hard labour clearing
hawthorn and invasive buckthorns bushes in the project area. This restoration
project was funded by the Great Lakes Guardian Fund!

Thousands of trees
were planted last Spring, exclusion fencing installed for 75 head of cattle, an
alternative  water source implemented for watering the cattle, and



a livestock crossing completed this important landowner project.
